Copyright and Fair Use

What is copyright?

Copyright is a form of protection given to authors of creative works like music, movies, books, and photographs. Chances are, if you are using a material that you did not create yourself, it's copyrighted. The unauthorized use of copyrighted material is illegal. 
What is Fair Use?

Put simply, fair use is an exception to infringement. It's the use of copyrighted material without the authorization of the owner for an expressive purpose (i.e., quoting information from an article in your research paper). Examples of fair uses include commentary, criticism, or parody.
Before you use copyrighted works, you should consider the four fundamental factors of fair use and determine whether, on balance, they favor your use more than the author's protection (these factors are from the U.S. Code Title on Copyright):

· How are you using the material? Does it contribute to the educational message/content of your research paper/project?
· What is the nature of the work that you are using? Is it fact-based or highly expressive?
· How much of the work will you use within your research paper/project? 
· What effect would this use have on the market for the original or for permissions if the use were widespread?

What is the public domain?

Public domain works are not restricted by copyright and do not require a license or fee to use. Public domain status allows the user unrestricted access and unlimited creativity!

There are three main categories of public domain works:

· Works that automatically enter the public domain upon creation, because they are not copyrightable: 

· Titles, names, short phrases and slogans, familiar symbols, numbers

· Ideas and facts (e.g., the date of the Gettysburg Address)

· Processes and systems

· Government works and documents1
· Works that have been assigned to the public domain by their creators

· Works that have entered the public domain because the copyright on them has expired

(Note: Use of some works, such as ideas and symbols, may be restricted by other laws, such as patent, trademark, or trade secret.)
